President Hofhenke called the meeting to order at 12:02 pm with Board Members Brower, Lindner, Mitchell, Turner, Jones, Manager Cox, Assistant Manager Robinson, technicians Larzabal, Junge, Joseph and Church.  Dave Wohletz and County Supervisor Leach were also present.  Member Etzler was absent.  
President Hofhenke asked for any public comment on non-agenda items. County Supervisor Leach presented David Wohletz with a Certificate from Tehama County Supervisors in recognition of 31 years of service on the Tehama County Mosquito and Vector Control Trustee Board. 
The minutes of the Regular Board Meeting of March 9, 2022 were then discussed. Mr. Turner moved to approve minutes of the Regular Board Meeting of March 9, 2022 as mailed.   Second by Mr. Lindner.  All ayes.
Manager Cox then reported on the 21/22 budget third quarter report. Revenue is at 70% of budget with the April tax payments to come.  Miscellaneous revenue is 257% over budget due to more than expected VCJPA returns and rebates.  Sale of fixed assets is below budget due to the sale of only one vehicle.  Expenses are at 74% of budget.  All categories should be within budget except for chemicals and fuel.  This is because of large increases in price.  Overall expenses should be within budget. 
Operational activities of employees are adulticiding for tree hole mosquitoes and pasture mosquitoes due to the early hot weather. Pasture mosquitoes have been occurring at least 45 days earlier than normal.  The cool weather occurring now may slow things down.  The Solar installation has been operating for a month and the bill for Red Bluff shop was $9.53. Manager Cox and new assistant manager Larzabal still anticipate going to the MVCAC Quarterly meeting in Sacramento.
