The price is $37,462.92.  Manger Cox stated he thought the incentives should incresas later when vehicle supply increases but may not be this year.  Aftee discussion it was decided to agendize possible purchase of one or two vehicles for next month.  It was also decided to sell the one vehicle that is ready to sell while the used truck market is high.  The Solar instllation is moving slowly due to demand for sloar instalations before the end of 2021 for rebates.The District employees did the bathroom remodel and flooring in both bathrooms.
